Phillips Brooks took a trip to Israel and saw
Bethlehem and its surrounding fields on
Christmas Eve, which eventually inspired him to
write this Christmas hymn. In contrast to some
other Christmas hymns that emphasize the glory
of God as seen in the grand chorus of angels,
Brooks focuses on the quietness of Christ’s birth,
and how little the larger world paid attention.
The final stanza is a prayer that Christ would
come and be present with us.
