WHAT IS COPYRIGHT?

 Copyright is a type of intellectual 
property that protects original 
works of authorship as soon as an 
author fixes the work in a tangible 
form of expression. 



WHAT IS A COPYRIGHT?

 A copyright is a collection of rights 
that automatically vest to someone who 
creates an original work of authorship like a 
literary work, song, movie or software. 
These rights include the right to reproduce 
the work, to prepare derivative works, to 
distribute copies, and to perform and 
display the work publicly.

 To understand how these rights can be used 
or licensed, it’s helpful to analogize them to 
a bundle of sticks, where each stick 
represents a one of these rights. The 
copyright owner has the right to keep each 
“stick” for themselves, to transfer 
them individually to one or more people, or 
to transfer them collectively to one or more 
people. In short, copyright allows the owner 
to choose the ways his/her copyrighted 
works are made available to the public.

 Showing films or clips of films is not 
covered in most of their standard 
copyrights.

 You will need extra licensing to show 
movies legally.



GRAPHICS

 Just because you can find it on Google 
doesn’t mean you can use it.



OBTAINING PERMISSION

Yes, you can!



LICENSING



WRITTEN PERMISSION

 Get it in writing!



PUBLIC DOMAIN

 Just make sure it is!



FAIR USE

 Very limited.



RELIGIOUS WORSHIP EXCEPTION

 Covers a lot of “in house” uses.
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
